Secretary’s Report

Dr. Arya thanked everyone for giving him the opportunity of being the secretary of the organisation for the second term.  He expressed his gratitude to the past president, Dr S K Singh and all his team members for their help and support and for a very successful 3 year term.

He also thanked Dr Anil Sharma, the Joint secretary for his help in taking the minutes of the central committee meetings and Dr Rajesh Choudhary, the treasurer for a collaborative working and managing the membership and  accounts so efficiently. 

He presented the record of attendance of the central committee members held at Bolton on 23rd May 2009. 16/26 (62%) members attended the meeting,  6/26 (23%) sent their apologies and 4/26 (15%) failed to attend without any information.










Treasurer’s Report

Mr Rajesh Chaudhary expressed his thanks for being re-elected the treasurer. He gave details of the membership and finances.

He informed the committee that a refundable loan of £3500 has been given to Dr Geeta Sahay, the organising secretary of 2010 Annual reunion. He provided a list of all the new members who were all welcomed into the organisation. He urged everyone to help enrol new members.

He also informed everyone that he has sent a Thank you card on behalf of the BJMA central committee to Dr Lal Bahadur Mandal and his team for hosting a very successful 2009 Annual reunion at Brighton.

BJMA Central Committee contribution

Dr Sanjay Arya explained to the new committee members that over the last few years the central committee has been contributing £1000 towards the organisation of the annual reunion and printing of the souvenir. He urged everyone to increase this contribution to £1500, in keeping with inflation and the difficulty local organising committees have been experiencing in getting external sponsors. This was unanimously approved.

A discussion took place on what the local organising committee should do if they are left with surplus money. It was widely felt that the surplus fund should be paid into the account of the central committee and there should not be any local operational account following the completion of the annual reunion.

BJMA Emergency Fund

Mr Rajesh Choudhary explained that he has been able to raise a separate emergency fund through collecting the £5 from paid members, who attended the annual reunion at Brighton in July 2009. He also informed the members that Dr Ramesh Sharma has donated £110 from the local BJMA account he had from when he hosted the annual reunion. He was thanked for his contribution.

Dr Arya reminded everyone that it was decided at the CEC meeting on 23rd May that there should be tick box in the annual reunion registration form asking paid members if they wanted  £5 to be taken away for donation into the emergency fund.
